In this prelude, the main 
theme is repeated several times in different tonalities, the melody moves 
continuously from beginning to end.  

LUDWIG VAN BEETHOVEN

Each variation differs from each other in character, timbre, emotion, and 
association. The main melody is repeated several times in the cello and piano 
parts.
